This club is intended to give riders the opportunity to get full use out of their machines, plus a sense of
achievement by winning trophies. Club Membership is open to anyone over the age of sixteen (16) years,
riding any capacity machine. Under 186s must show ID and be escorted by a parent or guardian.
MEMBERSHIP fee for the 2009-2010 Winter Quad Challenge will be £35.25 including VAT of £5.25
for the period of the Quad Winter Challenge only.
The SMX club organizes more than 52 meetings throughout the year for members to race in, including 8 to 10
Quad rounds during the winter.
1. Membership will be limited to 550 riders per year ( Solods and Quads )
2. The meetings will be up to three races for quads, in two groups ( Expert Class and the Clubman Class
The number of groups is dependant on the quantity of entries.

2a. Fourstrokes must have standard FMF Q Pipe or a DEP, ECO Silencer. ( 94db noise limit applies )

3. Trophies will be awarded down to 3rd place in Expert and Clubman classes on the day.

4. Quad Championship trophies will be awarded down to 6th place in the Expert and Clubman classes and
down to 4th in the Over 4006s class for both groups. Over 400s will not be awarded trophies on the day as this
is an end of Championship award only.

5. Camping facilities are available at no cost at most venues.( Please phone if you want to camp )

6. Riders must keep their allocated number throughout the year.

7. All riders will help dismantle the track when necessary after meetings. Most tracks stay up permanently,
but failure to help clear the occasional temporary track could result in a loss of any trophy won on that day.
8. Tracks are situated in Sussex, Surrey and Hampshire.

9. Club M embers must have an ORPA licence to race at SMX events, ORPA licences are available annually

On arrival you must firstly SIGN ON for the dayds event
PLEASE DO NOT START YOUR ENGINE UNTIL 11am !

1. ALL QUADS MUST HAVE AN ELECTRICAL CUTOUT SWITCH WITH LANYARD.

2. NERF BARS MUST BE FITTED.

3. QUADS MUST DISPLAY A MINIMUM OF 2 NUMBER PLATES 1 x front facing and 1 x vertical type,
visible from both sides, fitted to the rear of the machine.

4: (We will be manual lap scoring so you can only display your allocated Quad number.)

SCRUTINEERING: 8.30 -10.30 A.M.

At the designated area. Please bring your helmet with you for inspection.

BRIEFING: 10.45 a.m. (At the signing on area)

PRACTICE: 11.00 A.M.

(Remember we run with the SMX solos) So who goes out first will be decided on the day.

RACE START: After practice

(Remember we run with the SMX solos) So who goes out first will be decided on the day.

START LINE:

There will be 3 x 10 min plus 1 lap races for all Quad classes.

Although some, or all classes, may compete in the same race, according to the number of competitors on the
day.

Both groups will start together on the line. The Expert class will start first with a 10 second delay for the
Clubman class.

PEGS:

The decision whether to pick start gates by the use of drawing a number will be decided on the day by John
Elliott.

PADDOCK AREA:

Riding your Quad in the paddock or parking area is not allowed:

You can only ride your QUAD AT WALKING PACE to the track assembly area.

Please check with the organizer before using Jet Washers as permission is sometimes refused by the track
owner.
